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Item 8.01 Other Events.

As previously disclosed in the Current Report on Form 8-K filed with the Securities and Exchange Commission on November 1, 2018, Inpixon (the “Company”)
convened its 2018 annual meeting of stockholders (the “Annual Meeting”) on October 31, 2018. At the Annual Meeting, the Company determined that it had not received
sufficient votes to approve Proposal 3, which sought to approve an amendment to the Company’s Articles of Incorporation to increase its authorized shares of common stock
from 250,000,000 to 1,000,000,000, and adjourned the Annual Meeting until November 15, 2018 in order to continue to solicit proxies only with respect to Proposal 3.

At the reconvened Annual Meeting, the Company determined to further adjourn the Annual Meeting until November 30, 2018, in order to continue to solicit proxies
only with respect to Proposal 3 to approve the amendment of the Company’s Articles of Incorporation to increase its authorized shares of common stock from 250,000,000 to
1,000,000,000. The Annual Meeting will resume in order to hold a vote with respect to Proposal 3 on November 30, 2018 at the offices of the Company, located at 2479 E.

The record date for the Annual Meeting has not changed, and only stockholders of record at the close of business on October 8, 2018, are entitled to vote at the
reconvened meeting.
